Setting and Recalling Memory Presets
This feature allows you to save specific desk heights for quick, one-touch 
access.

To Save a Memory Preset:

1. Adjust the desk to your desired height.

2. Press and hold the      button for three seconds. The display will show 
              to confirm the current height has been saved to preset     .

3. Follow the same steps for the     and     buttons to save other presets.

To Recall a Memory Preset:

Briefly press the     ,     , or      button. The desk will automatically adjust to 
the corresponding saved height.

Collision Protection
This feature detects obstacles when the desk is in motion to reduce the risk 
of damage or injury. The desk will stop and reverse slightly if a collision 
occurs.

To adjust the sensitivity:

Press and hold the      and      buttons together for 2 seconds. You can cycle 
through four sensitivity levels: Off, L (Low), N (Normal), and H (High).

Child Lock
This function locks the keypad to prevent unintended operation.

- To Activate: Press and hold the     and      buttons simultaneously for 5 
seconds. The display will show           , and the keypad will be locked.

- To Deactivate: Press and hold the     and      buttons again for 5 seconds. 
The display will return to showing the current height.

System Reset
A reset may be required if the display shows an error code (e.g.,          ,         ) 
or if the desk is unresponsive.

1. Press and hold the        button for at least 3 seconds.

2. Release the button when the display shows            .

3. The desk will automatically lower to its lowest position and then rise 
slightly.

4. The reset is complete when the display shows the minimum height.

Error Codes and Troubleshooting

Collision Protection
This error appears if the desk experiences significant vibration, collides with an 
object, or becomes tilted during movement. The desk will stop and reverse 
automatically.

Solutions
1. The error should clear automatically. You can also press any button during the 
reversal to stop and clear the code. Before using the desk again, CHECK for and 
REMOVE any obstacles. ENSURE the desk is on a level surface.
2. If the problem persists, please take a video of the issue and contact after-sales 
support at support@yfs.life.

Overheat Protection 
This error can be triggered by continuous, prolonged operation of the motor.

Solutions
1. STOP using the desk and let it cool down for at least 18 minutes before resum-
ing operation.

Motor Error  
A motor connection issue has been detected.

Solutions
1. DISCONNECT the desk from the power outlet. 
2. CHECK that all motor cables are securely connected to the control box.
3. RECONNECT the power cord. 
4. PERFORM a System Reset.
5. If the problem persists, please take a video of the issue and contact after-sales 
support at support@yfs.life.

Overload Protection
The weight on the desktop exceeds the maximum load capacity.

Solutions
1. REMOVE some weight from the desktop. If the error appeared while the desk 
was moving down, you may also need to disconnect and then reconnect the 
power after removing the excess weight.
